CYGWIN C++: PRINTING

Printing out of programs is straightforward using Print in the File Menu.

Printing the output of a program is not quite so straightforward.

This can be done by selecting all or part of the current Cygwin window then copying it to a file, and printing the file.

Selecting the whole of a session can be done by first clicking on the icon in the top left-hand side of the window to produce a menu. Go down to Edit then move across to Select All, followed by Copy. Next create a new file using an editor such as Programmers File Editor, go to the Edit menu and choose Paste. The copy of the session should then appear in the file and can then be saved and printed. Alternatively the material can be copied into a file which already exists and added to the current contents. Note that what is selected is the whole session not just the part that is currently visible in the window.

For a section of the output the relevant part should be highlighted using the mouse, then copied to a file as described in the last paragraph. This can be used to collect the results different from runs of a program.
The alternative of sending output to a file from the C++ program will be described later in the course.
