BACKGROUND


The Philanderer is a musical farce featuring songs (often with re-written lyrics) from a variety of shows by Gilbert and Sullivan. It was first produced by the society in 1990 at the Gulbenkian theatre, when it was also paired with Trial by Jury, and was revived earlier this year as the cabaret for the Northern branch of NODA AGM. Set in the world of P.G. Woodhouse and Oscar Wilde, The Philanderer was written to provide an alternative curtain-raiser to the all-male Cox and Box.
